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To Families and Friends of Marshall United Methodist Church

We passed the Marshall United Methodist Church’s budget for 2012. It was not an easy deci-
sion in the Finance Committee. Our budgeted expenditures are $41,940 more than our actual
expenditures in 2011. The increase is due partly to having a staff vacancy for part of 2011.
Partly due to trying to follow through on some of the findings of the Visioning Team and
partly due to normal increases. Our 2012 pledges are down $42,797 from pledges in 2011.
The shining light in our financial picture is that we finished 2011 with more income than we
had expenditures. We had a positive cash flow of $2,995 for the year. But if we “only” do as
well in 2012 as we did in 2011, we will be short by $38,945 against our budgeted spending.

This communication to the congregation is to alert you to the fact that while in the past, our
“faith stretch” for making our income equal our expenditures has been in the area of $10,000
to $15,000; this year our Faith Stretch is quantified at over $70,000. This represents what we
are short when we add up pledges, expected offerings from families who don’t pledge and
typical miscellaneous income.

In our presentation to the Ad Council, we made it clear that offerings in the first quarter of
2012 may dictate that we advise The Ad Council and all of the committees in the church that
they need to spend less than their budgeted amounts and that we may have to look for other
ways to make spending line up with income in the church.

The Finance committee will keep you informed at least monthly of our financial situation. We
are all the Church and there is nothing wrong with having “faith”. It is what we do!

If you have not pledged and would like to do so, you can call Becky Swaney, our financial
secretary (781-5107), or you can email Becky at: becky(@umcmarshall.org. It is clear that we
will need more money this year than we believe will come in through normal means. If you
can afford more, please give more.

The purpose of the Church is to further the mission of Jesus in our community and throughout
the world. To do this, we need the resources to support this mission. As a thought provoker,
attached is a list of the things our church does in our community and outside our community.
As you contemplate your offering to the church: look over the list of our church’s activities
in the Marshall area and around the world.

So now it's time to turn to February, our shortest month in the calendar, yet 2012 (leap year) of-
fers us one more day to accomplish great things. It is also the month where a day dedicated to
celebrating love, Valentine's Day, is present. Instead of focusing on the secular version of love, I
would like to challenge you to think about What If... it was possible to love like the Bible chal-
lenges us to love every day?

God moves in mysterious ways! A brief conversation with three women at the Guatemala airport
in October led to our Christmas Eve offering. The women were medical volunteers with the non-
profit group SAVING MOTHERS. They were on their way home from a mission trip training
midwives in rural Guatemala. One of the women was Dr. Jessica Oliveira, the Guatemala Project
Manager for SAVING MOTHERS. I didn't know any of this when I first spoke to them. Actually
I was a bit hesitant to approach them, however I am very glad I responded to the little nudge I
felt. Or maybe it was a still, small voice? Anyway, I assumed they were tourists, but as soon as
they began telling about their work with pregnant women and midwives I knew our meeting was
no coincidence. When they told me about the Birthing Kits they distribute, I knew what to do. "I
will talk with our Mission Committee when I get home", I told them. "I am confident we can
supply you with the funds to purchase one hundred Birthing Kits." At the next Mission Commit-
tee meeting I explained the project and asked if we could schedule a Special Offering to help to-
ward raising the $500 needed to purchase the Kits. Pastor Len liked the idea and suggested the
Birth Kits would tie in nicely with the theme of Christ's birth. "Let's make it our Christmas Eve
offering", he suggested. Pastor Len was obviously not the only person who liked the idea. We
raised over $3,300.00!! Soon after learning how successful we were I wrote to Dr. Oliveira. She
responded, "WOW!!! I cannot thank you and the church enough! I shared the great news with the
others and they are ecstatic." In a recent sermon Pastor Len spoke about three words that are part
of the spiritual journey; O, Here, and thanks. Those three words perfectly describe this experi-
ence.

INDIAN BOARDING SCHOOLS FILLM SERIES

The story of Indian Boarding Schools is a dark chapter in the
history of the relationship between Native Americans and
Christians. Despite any good intentions and well meaning
educators, Indian boarding schools left indelible scars on
many young Native Americans. The schools took young In-
dians away from their families and placed them in institutions

intended to provide a solution to the "Indian prob- {{!f

lem". Through strict discipline and cultural indoctrination the
plan was to "kill the Indian and save the man". The outcome &

was meant to eradicate the Native American culture, lan-

guage, and traditions. The Marshall United Methodist Church and our Native American Initiative
will present two films on Indian Boarding Schools.

The first film is "Our Spirits Don't Speak English". It will be screened on Sunday, February 19th,
at 2pm. In describing this film one reviewer wrote, "Our Spirits Don't Speak English" master-
fully moves you from disbelief through outrage to resolve as it focuses the light of truth on one of
darkest periods of cultural genocide in American history. The Indian Boarding School concept is
a perfect example of good intentions gone awry and bad intentions gone amuck." The running
time for this film is 80 minutes.

The second film is "Indian School: A Survivor's Story". This film will be screened on Wednes-
day, February 22nd, at 6:30pm. "Indian School" was the work of the American Indian Services,
based in Lincoln Park, Michigan. The idea for this film grew out an Indian School survivors sup-
port group. The group had met weekly for two years, and the impact was getting no-

ticed. The healing that was taking place was important and historic. Fay Givens, Executive Direc-
tor of American Indian Services, speaking of the survivors group said, “We knew we had to get
their stories on film." The survivors of the boarding school experience presented in this docu-
mentary are primarily from the Mt. Pleasant Indian Industrial Boarding School. The running
time is 45 minutes. Both films will be shown in the Theater Room of the Marshall United Meth-
odist Church (721 Old US 27 North, Marshall, MI). Admission is free, however seating is lim-
ited and pre-registration is encouraged.

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Adventure Travel and Seeing New Lands

The invitation came, "Would you like to visit Guatemala for a week
in December”. I thought for a couple seconds. I couldn’t think of a
reason why I shouldn't. "Sure, [ am up for some adventure travel and
seeing new lands", I answered. Those were my intentions, just to
have a short adventure and see some new lands. The trip to Guatemala
was so much more. The trip was actually a mission awareness trip
with the Christian Foundation for Children and Aging (CFCA). It
gave us an opportunity to see the countryside of Guatemala and

also see how some of the country’s poorest people live. These fami-
lies earn their living by working hard, like harvesting crops or gather-
ing and selling firewood when there are no harvesting jobs avail-
able. Many of these families are led by women. Some families have fathers who can't work due
to an illness or injury that has incapacitated them. One theme that we continued to see was ap-
preciation and gratitude. These families are very grateful for the benefits they receive from the
CFCA Sponsorship Program. We met the family that is being sponsored by David Begg.
Veronica is a widow with three pre-teen children. She traveled for hours to come to the CFCA
party that gives sponsors and families an chance to meet, have fun and get to know each

other. At one point during this gathering the CFCA staff invited folks to share what the sponsor-
ship program has meant to them. Veronica took the opportunity to tell the entire group how
much she appreciated the sponsorship of her children. In our travel group we had people from
across the US, from Connecticut to California. There were about fourteen people from Michi-
gan. The people we met were generous of spirit. Some of the people we traveled with had been
sponsoring a child (or two) for several years, but had never met them until this trip. Other peo-
ple made their trips to Guatemala an annual event to see their sponsored children and family. It
was a great group of people. People who wanted to be problem solvers... right on the spot. The
father of one family we visited was wheelchair bound. He had been doing some bead work to
supplement their income, but his vision was not as good as it had been. Right there in that fam-
ily's home a woman in our group offered the man her reading glasses. That one simple gesture
allowed this man to continue with his activities and help supplement the family income. I must
admit, the 'Do Good' bug bit me too. During a visit to a poor Guatemalan family's home I met
Gladis, the younger sister of a sponsored child. When the CFCA staff member said the other
children where hoping to find sponsors too I heard myself say, "I want to sponsor Gladis". I
signed the paperwork before heading back home! I encourage everyone to learn more about
CFCA . And if you are up for some adventure travel and seeing new lands please consider a
mission awareness trip with CFCA. You'll see first hand the incredible work they are doing!
